SNOW, RAIN, AND WIKND.
VERY SEVERE BNOW-STORM IN TII NORTH-
WEST—THE CALIFORNIA FLOODS—XNEW-
ORLEANS PARTLY INUNDATED,

Carcaco, Feb. V,—The storm which has been
prevalling in the North-west for the past two days
reached Chicago during the nizht, and the rain
which is now falling congeals on the telegraph
wires and covers tho sidewalks with ice. The
wires in and about the city are breaking under the
weight, which is constly inercasing. In Iowa and
Minnesota tha Waestern® {Inion Combanv ranorts

that the wires are generally disabled in all dirce-
tions, the rain heing accompanicd by a high wind.
toports from Minnesota state that the river divi-
sion of the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Rail-
road is the only railroad line in operation in the
State. The snow which fell on Saturday has been
melted and packed by the milder weather and
rain until it is improbable that the roads will be
open inside of & week. The storm is reported
to be still raging west and north of St. Paul, and
the rain which has fallen to the south bas frozen as
it fell and crusted the exceptionally decep snow.
All the lines of travel will have to be dug out with

picks and shovels, snow-plows being useless. It is
the worst storm and blockade known in Minnesota
for years. A dispatch from Waterloo, Iowa, re
yorts the severest snow-storm of the season, block:
ing the rallroad travel to the north and west,
Traing on the Iilinois Central and Chicago, Burling-
ton and Quincy Railroads, after getting a short dis-
tance fromn thu city. hiuve been cnmnulh:d to return,
A dispateh from MeGregor, lowa, states that all
trains on the lowa and Minncsota and Jowa and
Dakota divisions of the Chicago, Milwaukeo and
St. Paul Railroad have bieen suspeuded sinee Satur-
day in consequence of the general snow blockade,

A dispatch from Omaha, Ncb., says that the
heaviest show-storim of the season occurred Jast
night, the suow being vory heavy with water, but
further west it was drier and drifting. I was
snowinF from Omalia to Cheyenne, and further
wost with very high wind., Telegraphic communi-
cation is almost entirely cut off, the only Eastern
outlet being by way of Cheyenne, Denver, and
Kansus City, The cattle men entertain great fear
about their cattle, which have alrcady suftered a
great deal. . -

IxANsa3 CiTy, Mo., Feb. 7.—Two days’ rain has
raised the water in the Missouri and Kansas Rivers
very rapidly, and resulted in much dam-
age.  ‘T'he stock yards’ bridge across tihe
Kansas River was carried out. At one time
to-day tho gorge of thick ice placed the
Kansas Pacific Railroad Dbridges in  great
danger, and new dredging boat with expensive
machinery was demolished and is a total loss. The
rapid rise in the Missouri River alarmed the peaple
of Harlem, opposite this city, and many
moved to this side for safety. The rain being over.
no further damage is apprehended. Great injury
has been done to the Atcheson, Topeka and Santa
Fé Railroad bed, and trains were to-day sent
out and arrived over tho Kansas Pacifie track
to Topeka. Heavy storms and freshets from
mitted snow in Colorado and South-western
Kansas have caused serious delays on tho Santa
Fé road. No trains have airived from
Pueblo since Wednesday. It will be somec-
time beforo tho  water has  subsided
and the tracks can be put in re-
pair. At a small station west of Sargent
several tons of mall and express matter are de-
Jayed and upward of 300 passengers arc boarding
at the expense of the railroad company.

Sax Fraxcisco, Feb, 7.--A dispateh from Stockton
says that 21l the islands in the San Joaquin River
are to a greater or less extent covered with water,
as is also the meainland on the lower portions of
the river. This morniug it Is raining again all over
thenorthern and central portions of the State.

NEW-ORLEANS, Feb. 7.—The storm yesterday was
the heaviest recorded at this signal office. Tha
cautionary signal-flag displaved at the Custoin-
house was torn to pieces. Several breaks in the
leveo are reported along Bavou St. John and the
Old Basin. This morning the water was passing
through Treme Market, and that quarter of the
city is partly flooded. ‘

The water along the line of the Mobile Railroad
is much higher to-day, with indications that tho
entire road-bed from_ Micheanx to Look-
out Station is submerged. The steamer Camelia
lett the West End at noon to-day f{or
Bay St. Louis, and will convey the
passenpers of the Louisville and Nashville Road to
and from that point. No train has passed over this
road since early Sunday morning. Several theat-
rical companies have been detained by the break
on the Mobile Road. Crevasses in the new and
old canal levees have occurred, submergzing
nearly all that portion of the city west of Broad-
s'reet, between the two canals, and all that por-
tion west of Johoson-strecet and north as far as
Ursullne-street, Within this last-mentioned dis-
trict, embracing a hundred squarces, the streets and

sidewalks are entirely covered with water.
Strenuous efforts are Dbeing mado Dby the
¢ity authorities to close tho Dbreaks in

the canal levees. The district from tho new basin
to Carrollton-street, west of Maenolin-strcet, is
also flooded. Tho water at all points is still rising.
The Shell road, from the New Lake endto the
Half-way House istwo feet nnder water. The Polico
revort that over 300 fences were blown Gown I
the city yesterday by the storm. The roof at the
north end of Dryade's market was blown off and
carried several fect in tho alr by the wind. Mor-
gan’s wharf, at tho foot of Esplanado street, was
severely doemaged, so that the ferry was pre-
vented from running- The roof of tho wing
of the 8tate House in which tho oflices of
the state Superintendent of Lduecation and
tihe Commissioner of Imwmigration are located, blew
off in the storm, and the records recelved a wet-
ting., Algiers suffered ferribly, nearly every fence
in the town being blown down, togoether with sev-
eral stnoke-stacks and roofe. A house, which was
bc;.ln;: erected on Vallette-street, was blown to
pleces,

The Signal officer reporls threatening weather,
with brisk easterly winds, which will have the ef-
fect of forcing more water into the city from the
Inke and Gulf. Among the theatrical companies
dotained by the break on the Mobile ind Ohio Rail-
road are ** Fun on the Bristol,” and J. . Emmet's
company. Lotta and Oiiver Doud Dyron were
prevented from leaving the city by tie
same cause. ‘The water in the rear_of the city is
rising and spreading rapidly, The indications ave
that by Tuesday noon all that portion of the city
west of Claiborne-street, from Carrollton to Ely-
sian Fields-street, will be submerged.

MoBILE, Ala., Feb. 7.—A heavy storin bezan hcre
Sunday morning, attaining its greatest forco 8un-
dav nizht. There has heen uo nows from the lower

bay, and nothing is known regarding the shipping,
Several washouts on the New-Orleans and Mobils,
and Mobile and Montgomery rallroads are report-
od, "Trains have been suspended and the wires are
down prettr much oeverywhere., The damage in
the city is slight.

Pensacorna, Fla,, Febh, %.—The heaviest gale
known for years has been blowing for 24 hours,
Several vessels have cast their moorings and
fouled one anothor in the harbor. Ono large bark
broke through three wharves, and is now ashore fly-
ine a signal of distress. It is impossible to ohtain
particulars until the storm lulls. Tho Havana
steam-ship Admiral did not sail last night, but will
awalt fairer weather. ‘
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
