The
Chicago, Burlington ana Northern hag issued its
through tariff on west-bound freight, making
exactly the same rates New-York to St. Paul as
thoae by the * Soo" ronte, There is no secret in
the fact that it has been able to make pro rating
arrangements with the Chicago and Grand
Trunk and 1ts Eastern connections, which will
giva it the opportunity of matching the * Soo"
roufe at every furn of the wheel,

ST. Pauy, Minun,, Feb, 1.—There was very
little change in the frejght situation this morn-
ing. Sotne of the roadaare vet undecided abontg
othe course to be pursued, The Buarlinzton peo-
ple claim to-day that they had announced ‘and
publishead the low rates & week ago, and that
the *Soo" ouly followed suit when they
had secured & copy of tho tariif. Coples of it
were secomingly rather scarce in 8t. Paul, as it
was not suspected that so large a cut had been
made until announced yesterday afternoon. With
theexceptionof the Minnesota and Northwestern,
the Burlington and the * 800,” none of the other
lines had up.to te-night met the cut rates. Some
of the lines c¢laim that owing to the length of the
Burlington’s Xastern connections the other
roads can securs more than their share of the
business even at a little higher rate,
