“JUKBT LEAKED OUT*™ IN CHICAGO.

CHICAGO, April . It has just leaked out here that
a combination has been formed, or i8 being formneaq,
between the Vanderbilt and Pennsylvania lines in
the East and the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy,
the Chicago, Milwaukeo and Bt. Paul, the Chicago
and Northwestern, and thoe Atchison, Topeka and
Sagnta Fe in the Wesy, by twhich these companies
acree 1o discontinue the payment of commissions 1o
each other's agents. Tuhe coupsideration is a division
of the interchanpge passenger busineas in accordance
with an agreement enteread into 8 few woeks g0,
&nd which meaps the exciusion, so far as possible,

of all other lines from participation in this business.

Lurg and, it is believed. the vther in New-York,

The roads that are to be practically boycotied by
1hlis arrangement are the Rock 1islapd, the Chicago,
st Paul and Kansas City, and the Chicago and Alton
in tlie Westl, and the urand Trunk, the Erie, tho
Ialtimore and cChio. and connecting lines in the |
East. it i1s plain to be scen thut this ys another at-
temapt on the part of the Pennsylvacia and Vander-
Lilt systems to do away with the paymeant of pas-
genger commiggions to ticket agents, sud they have
secured tlie assistance of tour of the strongest roads
west of Chicago. If by this desl they can force the
other lines tov surrender, & peaceiul solution of the
commission guestion may Be expeocled, but nubody
ssems to antieipate such ah outcomne, at least until
after there has been s hard tight.

The combination has been handled very carefully,
and it was not until to-day that reliable intormation
on the sibject could bo obtained. ‘I'he discovery of
what has Leen going on will certainly lead to a row,
avd it ig predicted that the result will be a territio
rute war or the abandonment of the scheme.
