William Henry Dixon, Assistant (General Pas-

snger Agent of the Chicago, Milwaukee and

t. Paul Railroad, died at his home on Ashland
Avenue, Bt. Paul, yesterday afternoon of bron-
chitis. Three weeks ago he went to California
for a rest, but there the throat trouble assumed
& virulent type, and his wife brought him home.
When they arrived at St Paul on Monday Le
was very much axhausted.

Mr. Dixon was the most popular railroad man
in the West. Iie was prominent as a specech-

maker and storytelier, and always had & place
of honor in large public meetings and banguets.

Mr. Dixon was born in Ireland, July 22, 1814,
Hlis 1irst raillway servioe was in Ohio, From
1864 to 1569 ne was employed at Hamllton, in
the IToight otlve of the Cincinnati, Hamilton
aud Dayton Railway. From 18869 to 1578 he
wasd chief clerk of the general freight and ticket
ofiice of the St. Paul and Bioux City Railway at
5t. Paul. For the nnext two years he was Gen-
eral Ticket Agent of the same line.

¥From June 1, 15351, to Feb. 1, 1883, he was
Cominissioner of the Western Trunk Line Pas-
senger Assoolution, Becretary of the Weatern
Assoclation of General Passenger snd Ticket
Agents, Becretary of the Chicago Railroad As-
soolation, and Commisgloper of Yassengor Traf-
fic between Chicago and 8t. Louis. From 1883
to 1550 he was General Northwestern FPassen-
ger Agent of the Chiocago, Milwaukee and 8t
I’aul Railway, and since March 14, 1685, his
title has been Assistant General Passenger
Agent of the same road.

—The Rev, Abraham S. Gardiner of the Prasby-
tery of Hudson died at his hoine at Sayg Harbor, L. 1.,
on Friday, aged sixty-seven years. He was born on
rLong Island, and was a membor of the old colonial
family after whom Gardiner's Island ln New-York
Bay was named. He was graduated from the Uni-
versity of Noew-York, aud aftorward studied law,
and was admitied to practice at the New-York Oity
bar. He soon, however, gbandoned the legal profes-
slon and Lecame a minister of the Presbyterian
Chuarchi, ©hig first charge belng that of pas-
tor of the PresbLyterian Church at old
Spring, N. Y. After remaiping there for a few years
he went Wust and served in the ministry o! the
church at Rockford, 11, and other points in that
State. About ten years ago he returned East to sup-
ply a call tv the pastorate of the Presbyterian Church
at Xilford, Penn, within the ,Lurmdiction of the
¥Yresbytory of Hudson During his stay at Milford
he became noted for his antiguarian zeal and re-
seufoh in connection with the early history of the
Minisink Valley. In 1880 lLe retired from active
servicoe in the ministry on account of falling health.
1118 wife and a married daughter survive him.
